Details of how we will operate playing golf at Halesworth Golf are listed and have been produced using the 

guidelines issued by the Government and the appropriate Golfing Advisory Organisations. The situation will be 

constantly reviewed and updated when required.  

  

• Golfers must book tee times by using the online booking system/app (members only, available from 6.30am) 

or by calling 01986 875567 ext 24 from 8.00am for visitors 

• Bookings can only be made up to 7 days in advance 

• Intervals have been amended allowing a minimum of 40 extra golfers per course 

• Tee times can be booked from 8am weekdays and 7.12am weekends 

• Members can now play after 6pm, bookings still required  

• Visitors will be allowed on both courses; tee times must be booked.  

• Maximum 3 balls (starting from Saturday 6th June 2020 for a trial period) 

• 1st Tee operation only on the Blyth and 1st Tee on the Valley 

• Golfers must not arrive any earlier than 10 minutes before their booked tee time and must remain in the car 

park until 5 minutes before teeing off and then make their way to the first tee 

• Driving range and putting facilities are all closed. The chipping green is now open 

• Personal buggies and club buggies are permitted (must be booked), however, golf club hire and trolley’s will 

not be available 

• Clubhouse facilities will remain closed with the exception of the Golf Shop and toilets 

• Due to the limited space available in the Golf Shop, there will be a 1 in 1 out policy 

• Social distancing guidelines are to be adhered to by all, and our staff will intervene if any groups are seen to 

be not following them 

• On the golf course, all rakes will be removed, and flagsticks/ball washers are not to be touched. We kindly 

request that players who enter a bunker use either their club or foot to smooth the sand over once having 

played their shot.   

• The toilet on the course by the right of the 4th will not be in operation 

• Golf coaching is now available – one to one lessons on either courses. Please call the Golf Shop to enquire –

• Custom fitting and repairs are now available 

• Social golf only, no competition golf  

• Once you have completed your round you must leave the course and premises immediately
